Hunter Moss went to Jim Kenny, the person who is in charge of raising money for the gym, and Moss said that he was running into different walls. He is working on getting new clips for the ends of weights. Megan Bachelder is the new gym manager- she knows for a fact that it is cleaned every single day. The gym has received new clips and weights and they have all been stolen. People are working hard to increase accountability by students and cleaning staff members. Dean Goldsberry suggests that some of this be discussed in Archway and Dean Goldsberry suggests that the gym report these thefts to be reported to Public Safety. Will Ford wants to know what has happened to the OWU radio station. Alex Kerensky said that the equipment is broken and they haven’t been allocated funding. Megan Bachelder says that she has been contacted about problems with the pianos not being tuned in many of the dorms that have them. Andrew Meyer conducted a survey for a green fee. 75% of 30% of the population surveyed were willing to pay a 10-dollar increase for a green fee, 85% was willing to pay a 5-dollar increase.
